· Anchors–main & spare: each w/min. 20’ chain & 200’nylon

· Flares (of current date)

· Fog Bell (vessels over 39’)

· Horn (electric or permanent air horn)

· Life Jackets (adult Type II) # boat sleeps plus 2/2  child’s

· Life Rings or Life Sling (USCG approved) as required by US Coast Guard, and must be mounted

· Propane supply electric solenoid shutoff valve with monitor light and switch in galley

Electronics

· Compass with current deviation cards (one at each station)

· Fathometer (one at each station)

· VHF Radio (one at each station)

· GPS (Handheld may be acceptable for smaller vessels)

· 12 volt ‘cigarette lighter type’ receptacle for cell phones, portable electronics, etc.

Navigational

· Navigational Charts - waterproof charts  #86  #43
· Maptech Waterproof Chart Book of the San Juan Islands

· Parallel Rules, Dividers & Pencils

· ABC Approved Tide & Current Tables (US & Canadian)

· GPS required – (Those with Plotters must have San Juan Islands and Gulf Islands software)

Engine Room

· Audible Engine Alarm System (oil & temp)

· Sea Strainers for main engines and generators

· Primary ‘Racor’ type fuel filters for each engine

· Prefer engine oil pumpout systems  (ABC can advise)

· Engine Hour Meters for each engine and genset

· All thru-hulls labeled w/tags

· Tapered wooden plugs for  thru-hulls (for emergency use)

· Engine Oil: min. 6 quarts for small engines, 1 case for large

· Transmission Fluid

Engine  Coolant (Anti-Freeze)

· Spare parts: Propellers (one for each shaft),  engine water pump impellers, belts, fuses, light bulbs, oil filters, fuel filters, head rebuild kit, domestic water pump rebuild kit or spare pump.  GAS ENGINES: fuel pump, points, condenser, coil, cap rotor, spark plugs.  OUTBOARDS:  spare spark plug, outboard motor oil

· Tool Box containing: screwdrivers, crescent wrench, socket set, combination set, channel locks, hammer, sealant, duct tape, allen wrenches, funnels, WD 40,  and pliers are the minimum.

· Marine battery charger (installed)

· Isolated Battery Banks for engine and house use

· Stove fuel: alcohol, propane or CNG

· Topped off fuel tanks for Engines / Outboards at delivery

· American Flag plus Canadian Courtesy Flag

· Fenders – 6 min. for yachts to 40’; 8 min. for yachts over 40’

· Hose – 50’ garden (2 each for boats over 40’)

· Shore Power cord (50’) and Shore Power Adapters, 15-30, 20-30 (30-50 if boat is 50 Amp)

· Dinghy/oars, mounted (sailboats can tow dinghies)

· Crab ring w/non-floating line & buoy set-up
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· BBQ (propane only)   & crab trap       
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
